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The Invention

An associative processor separates the arithmetic operation of addition from the carry process to pre-compute contingent carries before
the addition which then allows improved parallelism in the addition process. A portion of the contingent carry computation may also be
conducted in parallel. The result is higher-speed operations resulting from increased parallelism.
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
