A generator/controller for electrostatic motors exploits properties of a delta-connected electrostatic motor to accommodate high

common mode DC offset voltages thus permitting construction of an electrostatic drive circuit outputting unipolar sinusoidal power and

having a substantial reduction in the complexity and size.
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
